It was agreed to hold the State Championship Qual-fyinz Tournament Oct, 26=27
et Ockdale, The speed for this tournament will be AD moves in the first 2 hours,
and then 20 moves ner hovr, The entry fee will be 55,00 plus $2,50 from each club
for each of its wlavers entered. Since the prize money is intended to cover exnenses
of participating in the State Tournament, 4if the qualifier does not narticin-ate, he
must return the orize monev.

It vras voted to reduce the size of each tean to six men for l-a-ne matches,
Hovever, any teans car nlay more than six boards br wrior agreement, and all games
will count, For examnle, if two clubs agree to nley ten boards, and then one
team eantain calls up the ontosin- eantein not later than Saturdavy nicht oreceding
the match and says he can play only eight, then forfeits will he on the basis of
eizht., In everr case forfeits will be nade on teams ith less than six nlavers,
Ties for first place will be nlaved off with six mon teamz; other ties will not be
played off., It was voted to retzin last season's speed for league matches: 60 moves
in the first 2 hovrs, and then 30 moves nor hour, Geres will e adjourned for
adjuication after 6 hours or 90 moves,
