KORCHNOI WINS ONE, TAKES A REST

With five games yet to.play in the final candidates’ s
under way in Moscow. beleaguered Viktor Korchnoi score
first victory in 19 tries against 23-vear-old Anatoly Ka
who still leads the match by 3-1.

Most likely to gather strength following his 79-move wi
Korchnoi exercised his option to postpone the 20th contest **on
account of illness ™", as allowed by the rules.
