But why is Bobby Fischer

the terrible-tempered one? -

Let's look at his background.

Fischer has always had an
unsettled life. His father left
him when Fischer was very
young. Then, at the age of
six, he found the game of
chess — which gave him a
fulfillment of his deepest
need, a need fo prove him-
self. From chess, too, he has
secured power. His chess
genius has overcome all his
obstacles excepl one and that
one is Boris Spassky:

In Fischer's life, , all
other interets except chess
have be::: ignored. His suc-
cesses have been Hpradueed
entirely on his ow

emonstrated an im-
mense eapacity for private
study. Psychologically he is
trapped, unable to realize
that sensifivity to the wights
and interests of others is a
condition of success as a so-
cial being, Througout the
past, Fischer has alienated
his best friends and compan-
ions, much to the dis-
appointment of those of his
fans who realize his supreme
chess genius.

Former World Champion
Mikhail Tal once offered Fis-
cher some' advice and in-
dicated (hat Fischer should
read more outside of chess to
become a more well-tounded
individual and thus a better
chess player.

Thee are three major fac-
tors in attempting fo under-
stand Bobby Fischer. The§
first is hiS tremendous ability
1o concentrate on chess. Fis-
cher’s belief is that chess is a
game in which achievement
come entirely from within
vourself. With mastery of the
game, he feels, he could
achieve camplele self-power,
as well as power over the ex-
ternal world. He has little
sense of outside duty or obli-
gation. His only duty, as he
sees it, is to develop mastery
of his chess powers, He
dropped out of high school at
the age of 16, rejecting educa-
tion and general culture for
an exclusive interest in chess.

The second factor is his ab-
solute self-confidnnce. His
righteousness as to his mis-

sion leaves him with no self-
doubt. Once asked whether he
ever' doubted himself, he an-
swered “Neyer™.
[n the past 400 years, chess
has had only four prodigies,
players who have achieved

chess masfery at an arly'
age. Fischer is the lates
exceptioral genius who is
also a loner. To himself, he is
a law unto himself. For Fis-
cher, the International Chess |
Federafioni must change its’
rules, not Fischer. This self-*
conﬁdence is his tremendous |
strength in chess. But, it also '
leads to the weakness of not .
being able to come to grips !

The difficulties that sur-
round this World Champion-
ship match could have been

predicted with a study of Fis-
cher’s previous matches. He
disappointed his fans eight
years ago when he withdrew

from world title matches,
,claiming ~ fhe Russians
created unfair conditions.

One of Bobby's friends, Dr.
JElliot Hearst wrote “The
same mind that has produced
fsome of the best chess com-
binations and positional gems
of the past decade has also
proved responsible for one of
the most disappointing mo-
ments in American chess.”
This was written in 1964 and
could well be a current news
item.

This writer believes that
Fischer will win this world
championship match. He has
immense promise for promot-
ing the development of chess
throughout the world as an
art, as a science, and as a
sport. Fischer also has poten-
tial for maturity and, with
this, the possibility of being
the greatest chess champion
the world has seen. American
Grandmaster Larry Evans
commented recently in- sim-
plistic but realistie terms that
if Fischer wins this match he
will be a hero and that if he
loses, the public will tear him
apart. Another view was ex-
pressed by the Chess Analyst
Hans Kmoch: “Finally the
U.S.A. produces its greatest
chess genius. . .and he turns
out to be just a boy.” We
think that the world will have
an  American Boy Genius
World Chess Champion.
