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ISAAC KASHDAN, new President of
the California State Chess Federa-
tion, takes office with the
avowed intention of promoting
the State organization with the
same enthusiasm previously
given to promoting the USCF.
Kashdan, International Grand-
master and Captain of the suc=-
cegsful American team at this
year's chess Olympics, believes
that the CSCF can and should
offer California players many
benefits that come only from a
local organization: a locally
edited magazine, assistance to
local tournaments and city
championships, local ratings.

In line with this policy, The
Reporter will publish news of
local events as it is reported
by tournament directors, club
secretaries, and league officers.
It will be their responsibility
to report events on time; The
Reporter will not delay issues
for unreported events.

TIBOR WEINBERGER WINS WESTCHESTER OPEN

Tibor Weinberger defeated Larry Evans in a thrilling last-round
game to win the 6-round Swiss held at Loyola University on January
26=-29, 1961, Weinberger played an opening with which Dr. Max Euwe
Tost to Bobby Fischer at Eeipzig in the Chess Olympics, and found
an improvement for the black pieces, Leslie Simon tied with Wein-

berger with a 5-1 score, but had only 16 Solkoff points as against
the winner's 23, Evans tied with Zoltan Kovacs and Jerome Hanken -
for third place, 43=1%. Irving Rivise, Kenneth Grover, Jack Kliger,
Ronald Gross, Gene Rubin, Allan Troy, Robert Jacobs, and Saul Yar-
mak were next with 4=2 scores.
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The tournament was promoted by Fred Hazard, Al Pannebakker, Fred
Hofeld, and the Westchester Chamber of Commerce, and was directed by
International Grandmaster Isaac Kashdan, assisted by Herbert Abel, Le~
roy Johnson, and Richard Herson., It is planned to make the Tourney an
annual event.

There were 47 players plus a separate reserve event of 31, After
three rounds of the open tournament those players with one point or
less were placed in a consolation section. This event was won by
Frank Burke with a score of 4-2, The reserve tournament, limited to
players with no previous tournament experience, was won by Ed Kennedy.

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RATINGS OF CALIFORNIA CHESSPLAYERS

On the following pages are the latest available ratings of the
U.S. Chess Federation and the California State Chess Federation in
this state. There are two groups and two kinds of ratings: The
first group is that of CSCF members and the ratings are either USCF
ratings or California ratings; the second group is that of USCF mem-
bers who are not members of the state federation.

In this first publication of California ratings the members of
the USCF who are not state members are included mainly as a base for
future ratings lists. In the future, only CSCF members will appear
in these pages.

The ratings by the USCF come from the December 1960 and April
1961 lists published in Chess Life. In these ratings, the asterisk
denotes a provisional rating based on only one rating period, and
in a few cases we have gone back to previous ratings to make adust-
ments. The players not covered by the USCF have been given Cali-
fornia ratings based on Southern California ratings (chiefly due
to H.D. Rader of the Southern California Chess League) and Northern
California ratings by S.H. Van Gelder. Where a double asterisk
appears, the rating is provisional and means usually that the rating
has been approximated by the means of locating the player in the
order of strength of his team - either in his clut or in the North-
South or other regional match.

The publication of these ratings in The California Chess Reporter
may appear overly ambitious to some of our readers. For one thing,
the USCF ratings are the nation-wide standard, and when local ratings
conflict it will be the USCF figures which will prevail. However,
it is a fact that a great many California players are not rated by
the USCF and we believe that the advantages of such a comprehensive
1ist as the one which follows outweigh the disadvantages. One day
soon, we hope, all our players will have national ratingse.

On the technical side: A great deal of scholarly work has been
done by the Rating Committee of the USCF. Arpad E. Elo of Milwaukee
has performed the lionts share of the computations, but every step
has been approved not only by Erich Marchand of Rochester, N.Y., and
Guthrie McClain of San Francisco, the other committee members, but
also by such well-known local authorities as Jack OtKeefe of Michigan,
Harold Bone of Texas, Frank Brady of the USCF, and many others. The
various formulae produced by professor Elo have boiled down to thiss:
Average Rating equals the Old Rating plus 16 points for a win, plus
or minus 4% of the difference between the ratings. Simple, isn?t it?
