NOTE: For those players who are unfamiliar with the IRS (Instantaneous Rating
System) utilized by the CFNC, the following explanation will be helpful. The IRS
gives each player the opportunity to calculate his own rating at the end of each
tournament game. The calculation is quite simple, and is verified by the CFNC
Rating Administrator or his designated alternate, and is then posted on the wall
charts in the tournament hall. The change in rating is calculated in two steps
as follows: STEP One: your handicap rating is determined before the game is
played by (a) subtracting 4% of the difference in ratings from the rating of the
higher-rated player, and (b) adding this 4% figure to the rating of the lower-
rated player. This establishes the handicap rating of each player. The game is
then played. STEP Two: after the game has been played, 16 points is subtracted from
