I Woite refuses the gacrifice, his king will be exposed to attack but to 4 lesser
dogree, Black, on the other hand, sacrifices o hishop, a kmight (7}, and finally o rook for the pur-
pose of exposing the White kng to attack; he sees no foreed win, but ho is willing to risk the loss of
the game in return for the possibilities of obtaining & winning attack, White's plan will be to try and
break the attack, for if he can break the attack he should win easily.
