KING'S GAVBIT TURETY TUSSL®: This 30-3%0, one day tournament, sponsor-
ed by, and held at, the Casa Alvarado Chess Center on November 22, was
won by Ted Vudacufski when the tle-breax points favored him over ilike
Ewell, Fort Ord's chess expert. Both went the full five rounds undefeat-
ed with 3 wins and 2 draws. Third place went to Bernie Iainson, while:
Frank ¥ills and Devid Vinlng tied for fourth place. Franx Saulsbury
captured a prize for the upset game c¢f the tournament.

This was a *'fun type! tournanent ... with excellent prizes and a good
chance to learn a seldom used opening. The King's Gambit leads to sonme
exciting and wild gemes ... and there were many of these at this event.

Ted Vudacufski directed this tournament, assisted by Ruby - who does
much of the hard brain work on these classics ... Ron Atkinson, with
his energyv, imagination, and special talents, prepared the posters and
flvers used to advertise the tournament, ith the restricted opening
and the 30-30 time 1limit, the TD had little to do exzcept concentrate on
his own games. Rounds started pretty much on schedule and we heard no
complaints from any of the entrants...

Some thought might be given to making this a monthly event ... with a
different opening for each tournament ... Perhaps one of our stronger
players could give & talk on the opening prior to the tournament and
then discuss some of the games after it is over ... just to show how
the plever went astray or some of the strong moves that were made.

TNDINGS: There are two endings which mre extremely difficult for any
player to win if he hasnnot mastered the theory of them. These are
the one with two bishops and a king against a king, end a knight, a
bishop and a king against a king.

If the two white bishops esre placed on KB4 and KBS and the white king
on ¥KB6, ond the black king on his own square, the mate may be ziven in
six moves as follows:

1. B-B?, K-Bl; 2. B-37, K-N1; 3. ¥-N6, K-B1l; 4. B-gbch, K-N1; 5. B-Kéch,

Tf it is knight and bishop, place the bXack king on KR1l, the white king
on ¥B6, the white bishop et ¥BS and the knight at KN5. The secret is

to drive the black king into a corner of the same color as the attacking
bishop controls.

MIKE ¥WWELL, of Fort Ord was declared Chess Champlon of lonterey County
when he won the championship at the tournament held at the Casa Alvarado
Chess Center on December 6-7. B. Lainson, of Seaside, who tied with Mike
in game score but lost out in the tie-break, placed second. Don Draper,
of Carmel Valley, and Paul Schure, of Pacific Grove, tied for third place
with identical scores of 3%. Don was declared the Junior (under 18) win-
ner and Paul took third place. Vergil Pope, of Salinas, also with 33
points took the prize for fourth place.

T1izabeth Belknap, of Lonterey, was declared the Wonterey County Voman
Chess Champion and received a trophy. Gary Clark, of Seaside, won the
Junior (under 16) Chess Champlionship crown.
