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THE CHESS SACRIFICE - BOOK REVIEW

If you'd thought all a sacrifice meant was giving awey matcrial
to your opronent in the hope of profiting by it later, you've got
a 1ot to learn. In Vladimir Vukovic's latest book (published by
David McKay Co., $6.95) a2 comprehemsive account is given of no less
than 15 types of sacrifice, with explanations of strategy and de-
finitions that would give a first-class dictionary a challenge. If
you haven't heard of the promotion sacrifice, the pseudo-sacrifice,
the preventive sacrifice, the battery sacrifice, or the desperado,
anti-Turton maneuvre, inhibition, optical error, relative pin,
thinking-time risk and a host of others, you owe it to yourself to
study this book, which cxplains them par excellence. And it Gocs it
with loads of diagrams, most of them from actual games - considering
the "spcctacle" normelly involved in sacrifices, it is a wise¢ method
indecd t. have little text and lots of diagrams.

Only occasionally does the book go overboard with difficult
text, e.g., "The reader thereby gains a clever insight into the
structural reletionships of sacrificial cogbinations, and in some
cases the possibility is opened up of, as it were, synthetically
brewing up a sacrificial combination out of the familiar functional
elencntS...."

The book contains 51 complete games, and hundreds of positions
from which sacrificcs occur. While the sacrifices are obvious in some
cases, +they are surprising in many and invite top mental excrcise
for the reader who studies the diegram first, trying to find the
continuation. (Most readers, only naturally, will do this.) Occa-
sionally, an analysis is faulty (sce Thinking Cap Time, elscwhere),
but this is rare.

A most entcrtaining and tuitive book.

Well, we took the position and analysis from the book re-
vicwed above, and reprinted its line, without analysing it ocur-
selves. The book gave, Q-Q6+, R-B3; 2. QxQ, RxQ; 3. R7-R7 and mate
follows. Undoubtedly PETROSIAN, thc author of the book and your
cditor all overlooked Black's R-N2, which opens a squarc for the King
after R1-R6+. Oh, well! We apologize for causing you to waste un-
duc time on this. Incidentaily, there is a 3-move mate if Black
pleys QxQ; R7-9R7 and mate follows.
