ﬁgrman STEINER was a stalwart champlon of the So. Calif. chess. seene
from the 1930's to the 1950's, orgqnlzan clubs and activitics through-
out the southland and cditing the chess column of the Los Angeles Times
before KASHDAN took it over. His own chcess club, carrying his name
¢ver since, was noted for its strong mcmbcrship of masters and experts,
and catcred to a large numbcr of cclcbritics from filmland such as
Humphrcy BOGART, Churlbs BOYER, Charlcs COBURN, Linda DARNELL and many

gthers. The club s famnc was cstabiished through thc nation, and * . iS
travellcrs from all over the country visitcd it during thceir sojourn here.
The ciub was a starting point for thc grcat influx of in-migrants to

California, which then lecd to thc cstablishmpnt of clubs all ovecr the
southland,

Herman STEINER joins Harry BOROCHOW and i'rs. Jacquelinc FIATIGORSKY
in the Hall of Fame established by the SCCL in 1966. The Hall of Fame
corncr, distlsying plaques, pictures and stories of its mcmbers is
pcrmancntly oxhibited in the Atlas Chess Club, hcadquarters of the
League, at 3351 W. 45rd St.
