How will the Hall of Fame work? Here's the system:

The League has established a list of ten names of Hall of Fame candi-
dates, as a starting point. One of these ten will be elected, by
special vote at a League meeting each year; the vote being taken in
a point-count system, allotting five points for a first choice,
three for a second etc. Two-thirds of the possible 100% point-count
is needed to declare an electee. The honored member selected will
name a new entrant to the list, bringing the total number of eligib-
les again to ten; and so on. Those honored are not necesaarily the
best players; selection is based on the greatest merit deserved.
