In the 21 matches played, the North has won 13 times, the South
has won 5 times, and there have been 3 ties. A total of 707 games
has been played during this period (not counting a 20-board match
between the Northern second team and the Southern team in 1947, won
by the North second team 104~9%) and the North has scored 386% points
against 320% for the South.

As has been the case for a number of years, the Northern players
had more years of experience at San Luis Obispo than the Southern
players. The players from the North had played a total of 318 previ-
ous times, an average of 4.42 years per man, while the South players
had played a total of 212 previous times, averaging 2.94 years per
player.

Tt is with the deepest regret that we record the death on
April 13, 1954, of Gerald Branch. We extend our deepest sympathy
to Dr. Branch's family.

Dr. Branch died at his office desk at the University of Cali-
fornia, with which he had been associated since 1912. During his
long career as a professor of chemistry, Dr. Branch saw many young
people come and go, including several of the editors of this maga-
zine. What we former members of the University of California Chess
Club owe to Gerry Branch will never be summed up, but outstanding
were his quick wit and his unflagging good nature. He was quick to
contribute to any chess fund and could always be counted upon to
take part in an out-of-town team match.

Dr. Branch was perennial champion of the Faculty Club, several
times champion of the Castle Chess Club, and often a contender for
State championships. He was a formidable opponent, and his special-
ty was the king-side attack. He gave a series of simultaneous ex-
hibitions during a vacation in England in the 1930s which were re-
ported as brilliant in British chess magazines of the time.

During one of the early rounds of the 1951 Castle Chess Club
tournament Dr. Branch had one of the first of his heart attacks.
Luckily there was a doctor present, and we got him home safely. It
happens that his subscription to THE REPORTER had just expired, and
he had intended to give us a check. During the next few months Dr.
Branch was confined to his bed. Then one day he sent us this note:
WEnclosed is a discovered check.™

CORRESPONDENCE

D.N. Vedensky writes us a letter from New York about the U.S.S.R.
vs. U.S.A. match:

"] arrived in New York in the afternoon of June 21 on a hot,
humid day, the kind of day one wishes he were in California. I man-
aged to see the third round match which was played at the Roosevelt
Hotel on the evening of my arrival, and also poked my nose in to see
the last round of June 23. The June 21l session started, like the
others, shortly after seven thirty and ended at quarter to one. Most
of the people, including myself, sat glued to their chairs through-
out the session, and the atmospheric condition in the room contribut-
ed to much of the glue.
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"From my visil and having played over most of the games, and
having talked to different people in the room, I gained a few im-
pressions: To begin with, I think that our team made an extremely
creditable showing, and that only on Boards 2 and 3 (Bronstein and
Keres) we were definitely outclassed. Bronstein seemed to be the
most dangerous opponent on the Russian team. His play was razor-
sharp and he took immediate advantage of the slightest slip made by
an opponent. Keres alsc played well, but over—extended himself in
the last game, probably from overconfidence. Outside of these two
boards, I think you could bet either way, and our players played
just as geood caliber of chess as the Russians, with special laurels
going, of course, to Donald Byrne.

Ut seems to me that the Russians were playing very conservative
chess, that is, for the Russians. They certainly showed more enter-—
prise playing each other in the Soviet Union. It looks as if they
were instructed not to take any chances for the fear that something
unpleasant might happen and they would not be able to demonstrate
the superiority of Marxism and Communism over the capitalist system.
Had they played the same kind of chess in their own country, they
would have been taken to severe task for the 'lack of creative
achievements.?

"Botvinnik!s absence from the line-up was not mysterious at all.
It can be readily explained by the Russians! reluctance to expose him
to defeat in the four drawn game series. I think that Smyslov was
taking great pains not to lose, and although each one of his games
with Reshevsky was a hard-positional struggle, he always chose sim-
plifying lines.

"The interview with the Russian players did not come off.....
1 obtained Bondarevsky!s room number, and called them on the house
phone. A thin voice answered and I asked whether I had the pleasure
of speaking to Mr. Bondarevsky. A peevish answer came over the phone,
*No, no, no, this is not Bondarevsky. This is Kotov. I am sleeping
now. I am resting for the match.* I felt like telling him, *Come on,
Mr. Kotov, you are not sleeping now, and where do I find Bondarevsky,?
but the hero of the Soviet Union sounded so annoyed that I dropped
the whole matter, and perhaps, after all, he tried to rest up before
the match, who knows? His play during that night was quite lacka-
daisical, and frequently he would get up from his chair and look at
the five-foot board on which his game was demonstrated. There was a
quizzical expression on his face, and it seemed to me that he was
groping for ideas, and examining the big board on the theory that
perhaps a kibitzer might see more than a player.®
