origin has mystified invgstigators and all sorts of absolutely
fantastic theorics have been offercd as to why and how they were
built. Onec of the more puzzling aspccts of thc mystery is the
insistence of the older tribesmen that the statues "walked".

Not so wcll-known, but intcllectually morc cxeciting, was some-
thing clsc found on Easter Island - the boards and sticks covercd
with rows and rows of intricately carved symbols, onc-third to one-
half of an inch long. Thesc KOHAU RONGOBONGO or "tallking sticks"
havc long deficd decyphering. Onc feature of the weoden tablets
is the peculiar alternation of the rows of writing, cach successive
line reversing direction in the method known as soustrophcdon.

My rcscarches go to show that, at onc time, there werc two other
islands, onc on either side of Easter, callcd "The Sccond Sunday
after Epiphany Island" and "Beptuagebima Island". Both thesc
islands werc volcanocs and,"as’ the  superstitious and .ignorant
tribesmen believed, inhabited by Gods who actually thought ration-
ally likec human beings. B SR DY, e . :

By a peculiar system of veolcanotelcpathy, "Sccond Sunday! and
Beptuagesima" persuaded the supcerstitious and ignorant (but very
strong) Easter Islanders to construct a sct of giant chessmen out
of volcanic rock. Thesc were set up on Easter Island which was to

become, 'in effect, nothing morec than a gigantic chcssboardl

The volcanocs ‘moved the picces by subterrancan convulsions which
flipped the giant men from placc to placc:on Easter Island. Much
the same effcct can be produced on a minor scale by placing chess-

- men - on a.rug and then flapping the rug:-so.that waves of air billow
- beneath and jerk the picces into the air. o Re L :

By thc same volcdnbtclonathy, the volcanocs werc able to. persuade
the RONGOBONGO mcn or 'chantcrs" to rccord their games on the
talking boards.

What put an cnd to thc games is difficult to say but it scems
that "Sccond Sunday" got mad at losing cvery time and, in the
cnsuing cruptions, both volcanoes disappcared bencath the waves of
the Pacific Occtan, Icaving nothing bechind c¢xcept the giant toppded
chessmen and a few recorded games on the strange talking boards.
