Very little has
Loun soild about comon paym pushers. The difference between these categories is
that the masters make all good moves - while the pushers make one good move, and
then one bad. 4s far as moving the pieces from one square to the other - all such
moves con be good at the proper time - and at other times it may be a poor move.
P-F4 is o good and usual move to begin with. Then you follow the book for a few
" moves = if your memory holds out. After that you are on your own and trouble begina.

Then your cpponent is a good players you only need to make one bad move and you
are genarally sunk. Uhat one should do in such 2 casa iz to talke some desperate
chances. The gane is lost anywey playing along careful, because the betier man is
playing more careful yebt. This is said although this writer is no good at these
desperate moves. Or rather it should be said he does not try. Perheps this is
an attempt to talk myself into it.

In the chess magazinas we find zames printed of this order. It is showm how a
chess master has won 2 gome by sacrificing one or more important pieces. Perhaps
this same master thought he was in a fix and on the losing side. So he takes this
gamble. Then the games in which he loses this ganble will not be printed. Only
those games in which he won, cnd vhieh are of intersst, will be printed.

along we have to say something sbout Secramento - as we have here a pawn pusher
paper (and let brother Gee keep his mittens down). The paper is all right. There
is no reason why the pam pushers should not have a paper.
