OFF THE CHESST
By George W. Flynn

Here's a true chess story for you. It happened that George Koltanowski, the
blindfold wizard, played a simultaneous recently in a Veterans! hospital. 4s
usual, Kolty won almost all his games, yielding only one draw.

A few months earlier, a man had rushed into a police station, saying "I have a
body outside in my car." The police seized him, hurried outside to investigate.
Finding nothing, they returned and asked the man, "Uhere's your cart®

"Didn't I tell you? I don't have a car.!

Well sir, the man was a veteran, so he went to the veterans! hospital. And,
now chessplayers...the point of the whole thing. This was the fellow who drew
with Koltanowski.

So help me, it's the truth...perhaps the man has a terrific sense of humor,
Anyway, he shore can play chess, podner.

Most of us were eagerly awaiting word on how Bob Burger made out in the State
Championship. Details will undoubtedly be in this issue. Anyway, Bob did just
about what could reasonably have been expected in such terrific competition. Tyue,
he placed only seventh in a field of eight, but, remoaber, the man who placed
eighth was a former State Champion.

A1l along, I have been saying that Bob needed to lose a few games just for
the educational value. Remember, I'm entirely on his side in the matter and Bob
well knows it. I want to see Bob win the State Championship, and I've gotta great
big hunch he can do it within the next five years. He may even go further than
that in the field of chess. Up to now, Bob has very seldom obliged me by losing
for educational purposes. He just kept on winning.

I've already learned that he took his five losses, his win, and his draw in
just that educational sense, remarking that he learned more in those seven games
than he had in the last two years of chess. That'g exactly the right attitude to
have, Bob, and now I feel sure that, next time, you will improve that score a heck
of a lot,

Roy Russell and I had a little discussion of Bob's style of play. From the
few available games, we concluded (two wise owls)) that Bob is following the clas-
sic path of all champions. He is in what might be called the romantic stage, where
a player takes great risks, trying the most audacious tactical maneuvers. Russell
pointed out that even Tarrasch developed along this same path, altho he later be-
came famous for careful, restrictive play (by the way, I thought of a good name for
Tarrasche.,the "Boa constrictor of chessM...How about that for a title?).

Later on, dangerous tactics are attempted only in desperation or where the
full win, rather than the draw, is needed. Steady positional play, rather than
brilliancies, is ordinarily the hallmark of the master., ZEyen in our own League,
where the play is not of master class, these same observations can be applied.

The match players with the best scores at the end of the season are usually
the steady, sound positional players. Two Sacramento players, Milt Meyer and Neil
Austin, for example. developed along this same path. Not that either 1ilt or Neil
are incapable of the brélliancy, far from it. But both of them, as a policy, try
to keep their feet on the ground. Ordinarily, neither will embark on an adventur-
ous course, unless they can see the matter fairly thru to a conclusion, Yet, both
of them passed thru a romantic stage in their chess careers, where f'combinations™
held a predominant part in their game.

Now that I've been so darn wise, I'll confess that I'm still in the romantic
stage. I know it costs me points and I try hard to control it, tut I just can't
resist anything that looks spectacular or even hints of a combination. I'm gonna
try to steady my game, but - darn it, I like to take chances. How about you?

Thy doesn't somebody put out a2 "™ictionary of Chess"?...That is, an alphabe-
tical encyclopedia where one would find entries like "St. Petersburg!, giving a
concise treatment of that great tournament...or an entry like "Alekhine! telling
the grandmaster's story and, incidentally, how to pronounce his name., The only man
I can think of on the West Coast qualified to handle the job is Dr. Ralston,
editor of "California Chess Reporter'",

A TRIBUTE TQO SAlI BEAN
R. E. Burger

The death of Sam Bean was a sudden and unexpected loss to all who knew him,
Any.attamp'b to express that loss would be unncecessary for his close friends and
futile for those who never met him. It might be more fitting for one who knew
him for only a short time to pay tribute to the man in the role I knew him best,
as a chessplayer.

Sam's record on top~board for Pittsburg would be enough to recommend any
player; add to this his achievements in the Bay area matches with the Oakland
teanm and you know why his ability was so respected. In these serious encounters,
however, Sam's "chess-side" manner was never seen, It was all too formal and
business-lilre for him, but he maintained such dignity and calm that many thought
that was his personality - self-conscious, timid, unsociable. Just the opposite
was the true case; he liked to meet and talk with anyone, and see what kind of
chess he played, especially. lhen he played off-hand games at the Pittsburg
club he was the center of attraction, not because of his handicap or the way he
overcame it, but because of his lively sense of humor and happy spirit. The
type of character he was especially fond of laughing at was the player who tried
to Meatch! Som in a sneak mate, hoping Sam wouldn't"see" it. Sam wasn't a com-~
binational genius, but woe to the player who thought he could put something
over on him|

Positional chess was Sam's forte. Simple openings, sound middle game
maneuvering, straight-forward endings. Rarely was he beaten in the later stages
of the game: a King-side attack usually characterized his losses. (CP. his loss
to Smith in the Fresno-Pittsburg match of last year.) A curious thing I noticed
in my games with him was that several times he "overlooked" the effect of a
discovery or pin on a long diagonal, perhaps because that particular arrangement
is the hardest to imagine by only feeling the pieces. Remember that Sem wasn't
strictly a "blindfold" player, but in order to speed wp the game he handled the
pieces, thus assuming the distraction of the ordinary player - (if we are to
believe those who claim that playing blindfold gives a clearer picture of the
game). In any event, Sam's type of game seldom led to brilliancies, but to hard-
fought, close games. !

There are many anecdotes to be told about Sem's exploits over the board,
or about his ability to overcome his unbelievable handicaps of sight and sound.,
And in discussing such things it is easy to go overboard and proclain the man
faultless with the most back-bending superlatives. Ag far as his chess-playing
goes, though, I don't think there is anyone with a greater will to win and yet a
more gracious willingness to admit defeat. At the North-South match last year,
which was the occasion of Sam's last serious game, Sam had been ill on the way
down (with the rest of us from the Pittsburg area), and played his game under a
great strain. All of us were waiting for Loera to finish his game so we could
head for home. On and on it dragged, and Al was fading fast. Finally we
brought the report to lir. Bean that Al looked hopelessly lostbut was still going
to play on. Said Sam, "Tell Loera to die like a man."

It's a tribute to the game of chess that it could interest and brighten
so much the 1life of a deaf and blind man. That he could meet and influence
so many people through such a game is an even greater tribute to Sam Bean.
